The Town Council is accountable to the people of Tregaron and has a duty to 

represent the varied interests of the community equally. 

Meetings are held monthly, on the third Monday, with the exception of August, at 

7.30 pm in the Memorial Hall. 

There are no wards and eleven Councillors are elected to the Council every five 

years. The annual general meeting is held in May, when a Chair and Vice-Chair are 

selected. 

A Clerk is employed to conduct the business of the Council, as well as a part-time 

Street scene worker. 

Every year, there is an opportunity for numerous organisations in Tregaron, to apply 

for a grant towards their activities.

Mae gardd gymunedol newydd yn dechrau tyfu yn Nhregaron, gan drawsnewid rhan 
gyfarwydd o hen reilffordd Heol yr Orsaf yn lle o bwrpas cyffredin a phosibiliadau 
newydd. 
 
Mae’r lleoliad ei hun yn adrodd stori. Mae’r hen linell reilffordd wedi bod yn rhan o 
hanes Tregaron ers amser maith, yn atgof o symud a newid. Fel gardd gymunedol, 
mae bellach yn cymryd rôl newydd: cysylltu pobl yn hytrach na lleoedd. Mae natur 
linellol y safle yn addas iawn ar gyfer gwelyau wedi’u codi, llwybrau, a chorneli tawel, 
gan greu coridor gwyrdd sy’n teimlo’n agored ac yn groesawgar.

New Life on the Old Line: A Community Garden in Tregaron 
 
A new community garden is beginning to grow in Tregaron, transforming a familiar 
stretch of the old railway line on Station Road into a place of shared purpose and 
possibility.  
 
The location itself tells a story. The old railway line has long been part of Tregaron’s 
history, a reminder of movement and change. As a community garden, it is taking on 
a new role: connecting people rather than places. The linear space lends itself 
naturally to raised beds, pathways, and quiet corners, creating a green corridor that 
feels both open and welcoming. 
 
Still in its early stages, the garden is being shaped by local residents working 
together. Volunteers are clearing ground, building beds, and planning what to grow, 
from vegetables and herbs to pollinator‑friendly flowers. There is a shared 
excitement in these first steps—a sense that something meaningful is being created 
from the ground up. 
 
Being situated on Station Road makes the garden easily accessible, inviting 
passers‑by to stop, look, and perhaps get involved. Over time, it has the potential to 
become a familiar and valued part of daily life in Tregaron—a place for informal 
conversations, community events, and quiet moments among greenery.

• Rhoi hwb i fusnesau lleol a nifer yr ymwelwyr trwy greu canol trefi glanach, 
mwy  

• deniadol. 

• Annog buddsoddiad trwy ddenu busnesau newydd a chefnogi gwelliannau 
eiddo. 

• Cryfhau balchder ac ymgysylltiad cymunedol trwy leihau fandaliaeth a sbwriel. 

• Gwella twristiaeth a brandio lleoedd trwy drefi sy'n apelio yn weledol 
 
Bu’r Cyngor Tref yn llwyddiannus yn sicrhau grant o £10,000 er mwyn glanhau a 
gwella golwg y dref. 
 
Defnyddir y grant ar gyfer glanhau’r strydoedd, gosod baneri addurnol, gwella golwg 
Toiledau’r Mart, darparu blodau ar gyfer y dref, prynu offer a biniau casglu sbwriel, a 
darparu arwyddion ar gyfer y parc. 
 
Dechreuodd y prosiectau a ariannwyd ym mis Mawrth a byddant wedi’u cwblhau 
erbyn diwedd mis Mai 2026. 
 
 
The Ceredigion Tidy Towns Scheme provides financial support to help clean up, 
improve the appearance and vibrancy of rural towns. The aim is to create cleaner, 
more attractive town centres that encourage visitors, boost local businesses, and 
foster community pride. 
 
Objectives: 

• Boost local businesses and footfall by creating cleaner, more attractive town 
centres. 

• Encourage investment by attracting new businesses and supporting property  

• improvements. 

• Strengthen community pride and engagement by reducing vandalism and 
littering. 

• Enhance tourism and place branding through visually appealing towns 
 
The Town Council was successful in getting a grant of £10,000 towards cleaning and 
improving the appearance of the town. 
 
The grant will be used for street cleaning, the installation of bunting, improving the 
appearance of the Mart Toilets, providing flowers for the town, purchasing 
litter‑picking equipment and bins, and installing signage for the park. 
 
The funded projects began in March and will be completed by the end of May 2026.
